Recommendation 6: The Team recommends that the Office ofHuman Resources initiate a 
careful review of the institution's use ofhuman resources and of its programs and services, 
including conducting needs assessments and evaluations of the programs and services it offers. 
Similarly, professional development activities need to be connected to identified faculty and staff 
needs and their effectiveness assessed. Planning for all aspects ofhuman resources needs to be 
integrated with other institutional planning. (III-A. l .c, III-A.2, III-A.4.a, III-A.5.b, and III-A.6) 

Recommendation 7: The Team recommends that the Board implement its established policy on 
self-evaluation. (IV -B. l .e, g) 

I also wish to inform you that under U.S. Department ofEducation regulations, institutions out of 
compliance with standards or on sanction are expected to correct deficiencies within a two-year 
period or the Commission must take action to terminate accreditation. Mt. San Jacinto College 
must correct the deficiencies noted by October 15, 2009. 

The Midterm Report will become part of the accreditation history of the college and should be 
used in preparing for the next comprehensive evaluation. The Commission requires that you give 
the report and this letter appropriate dissemination to your college staff and to those who were 
signatories ofyour college report. This group should include campus leadership and the Board of 
Trustees. The Commission also requires that all reports be made available to students and the 
public. Placing copies in the college library can accomplish this. 

Please note that the next comprehensive evaluation ofMt. San Jacinto College will occur in Fall 
2011.
